Textbook: Algebra 1, Prentice Hall
Course Overview: Our typical routine will include a warm-up, review of previous content, introduction of new content and independent practice.  Sometimes we will have math “labs” where students participate in hands-on learning activities, individually and in small groups.
Topics covered in this course include: Whole numbers, Integers, Fractions, Ratio and Proportion, Inequalities , Graphs & Functions, Data Analysis, Probability, Equations and Linear Functions
Classroom Expectations: All students are expected to…

1) Be seated quietly when the bell rings, with all needed materials.


2) Listen when someone is speaking to the class.


3) Respect other people and their belongings.


4) Stay on task.


5) Follow all school rules.
Consequences could include: move seats, conference with teacher, last to leave, time out, loss of privileges (restroom), call home, behavior contract, 30 min. detention, office referral
Grades:  We will use the grading scale shown with NO ROUNDING.  The following learning activities will contribute to your grade and will be weighted.

Homework & Warm-ups
You are expected to attempt every problem and bring your best effort to class.  Work needs to be ready at the beginning of class and students earn points for completion.  I will explain the homework and warm-up procedure in class.

Class work
This may include individual class work, group work, notebook checks, or projects requiring time spent outside of class.  Late projects will lose 20% for each day they are late.  I will explain grading criteria for specific assignments as they are assigned.  Expect to work in groups 1-2 times per week.

Quizzes will be announced in advance and will be given approximately every 1-2 
weeks.  You can often earn partial credit, so please attempt every problem.

Tests
Tests will be announced at least a week in advance and will be given at the end of a chapter or unit.  You will be able to earn partial credit on most problems, so please attempt every problem.

Exam
Test/Quiz Corrections: Students are required to correct ALL tests (regardless of original grade) and ALL quizzes below 60%.  If a student fails the original test/quiz, he/she can earn a max grade of 65%.  Students who pass a quiz are strongly encouraged to make corrections to bring up their grade a max of 8 percentage points (e.g. from a 68% D to a 76% C).
Absences: Because class time is limited, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed, what work was collected and make up all work.  See your class folder for handouts.  According to EHS policy, you have two days for every one day absent to make up work.  Tests must be made up on your time, not during class, in a timely manner.  Schedule a time during Access or study hall.  If work is not made up, you will receive a zero!  
Tardies: You are expected to arrive to class on time.  If you are late, the following consequences will be enforced.
1-2 tardies:

Restroom use: Students are expected to take care of restroom needs between classes.  In case of emergency, students will receive 3 passes per grading period.  Students must leave their phone in the classroom when they leave the room.  Students can exchange unused passes for 5 (HW) extra credit points at the end of the quarter.  If a student needs to leave the room and does not have a pass, it will be counted as a tardy.
Cheating: Cheating in any form will not be tolerated.  Cheating includes copying homework, using someone else’s work as your own, discussing test or quiz questions with other classes, taking photos of assignments and any form of communication during a test or quiz.  Cheating will result in a 0 for that assignment.

Electronic Use: The use of electronics of ANY kind is prohibited in Ms. Sutton’s classroom.  This includes, but is not limited to, cell phones, ipods, ipads, and cameras.  For the 1st offence, the teacher will ask for the student’s device and return it at the end of the period.  For the 2nd offence, the teacher will take the student’s device to the main office to be picked up at the end of the day.  For instructional purposes some exceptions may be made with prior teacher approval.
Food: Eating food and consuming beverages (other than water) is NOT permitted in the classroom.  If you have food or drink in class, it will be thrown away.
