Course Overview: Students will have a substantial amount of independent work time.  Course topics may vary according to the students involved, but typically include reading improvement skills, such as scanning, note-taking, and outlining; library and research skills; listening and note-taking; vocabulary skills; and test-taking skills. The courses may also include exercises designed to generate organized, logical thinking and writing.  
Classroom Expectations: All students are expected to…

1) Be seated quietly when the bell rings, with all needed materials.


2) Listen when someone is speaking to the class.


3) Respect other people and their belongings.


4) Stay on task.


5) Follow all school rules.
Consequences could include: move seats, conference with teacher, last to leave, time out, loss of privileges (restroom), call home, behavior contract, 30 min. detention
Grades:  See attached sheet.
Tardies: You are expected to arrive to class on time.  If you are late, the consequences shown will be enforced.
Restroom use: Students are expected to take care of restroom needs between classes.  In case of emergency, students will receive 3 passes per grading period.  Students must leave their phone in the classroom when they leave the room.  Students can exchange unused passes for 5 (HW) extra credit points at the end of the quarter.  If a student needs to leave the room and does not have a pass, it will be counted as a tardy.
Electronic Use: The use of electronics of ANY kind is prohibited in Ms. Sutton’s room.  This includes, but is not limited to, cell phones, ipods, ipads, and cameras.  For the 1st offence, the teacher will ask for the student’s device and return it at the end of the period.  For the 2nd offence, the teacher will take the student’s device to the main office to be picked up at the end of the day.  For instructional purposes, some exceptions may be made with prior teacher approval.
Food: Eating food and consuming beverages (other than water) is NOT permitted in the classroom.  If you have food or drink in class, it will be thrown away.
